I. Review: (Matt 13:18-23)

1. We learned about Theology, theocracy, Christology, ecclesiology and pneumatology.

2. The word of God is the logos of God which really is the logic of God.  The Word expresses His ideas. 

3. He is the Living Bread from Heaven that multiplies Himself so that we can eat his flesh and blood to have eternal life.  (john 6:43-51)

4. We learned that His Word is the Sword of the spirit that comes forth out of our mouth and that as we declare His words the Lord’s enemies are devoured. 

5. The enemy attacks us because of power of the word.   His mission is to abort the seed before it produces everlasting fruit. 

6. One of the enemy’s tactics is to cause us to be blind.  Not only total darkness but distorted views that cause us to call good evil and evil good. (2 Corinthians 4: 1-7)

7. We also learned that there are demonic birds that are assigned to swallow up the word and keep our inheritance from us. Example (Gen 15:7-20)

a. The birds are seeking to devour the offering; interfering with the Lord’s commands which would have blocked the vision that God was going to give Abraham afterward.  What was this vision for? To assure Him and establish him in his faith.  It was a promise about his inheritance. 

8. We learned about by the way side ground, stony ground, and thorny ground- These are all conditions of the heart which impact our ability to produce glory from the word of the Kingdom that was sown into our hearts. 

The word is sent to:

1. Deliver from trouble and distress- bring peace 

2. Heal the sick- bring health (prosperity)

3. Rescue from death- bring life                                           
Ps 107:19-20

19 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, and he saved them from their distress. 

20 He sent forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from the grave. (from New International Version)

His word is from Heaven, but He is sent to the earth

1. The word of God does not originate from man or from earthly senses.  The word of God comes from the Heavenly realm into the earth’s sphere. 

2. His word is swift (so far beyond where we are);

3. His word breaks into strongholds and demolishes them. 

4. For the word to be sent is for it to be revealed or made known

5. His word consists of His Laws and Decrees 

Ps 147:15-19

15 He sends his command to the earth; his word runs swiftly. 16 He spreads the snow like wool 

and scatters the frost like ashes. 17 He hurls down his hail like pebbles. Who can withstand his icy blast? 

18 He sends his word and melts them; he stirs up his breezes, and the waters flow. 

19 He has revealed his word to Jacob, his laws and decrees to Israel. (from New International Version)

Christ is the sent one, The living Word

1. The word that is sent is supposed to be believed upon and received. 

2. Studying the scriptures alone does not benefit if we don’t see Christ  who is the very spirit of the word.

John 5:36-39

36 "I have testimony weightier than that of John. For the very work that the Father has given me to finish, and which I am doing, testifies that the Father has sent me. 37 And the Father who sent me has himself testified concerning me. You have never heard his voice nor seen his form, 38 nor does his word dwell in you, for you do not believe the one he sent. 39 You diligently study the Scriptures because you think that by them you possess eternal life. These are the Scriptures that testify about me,
