1. The Father (in Heaven)
a. Matt 5:48 The Will is always in the Father 

b. Matt 23:9-11(Gal 1:1-3; matt 7:21-22; 10:32-33; 12:50)

2. The Holy Spirit

a. Luke 11:13- The gift of the Father
3. Christ- 
a. The Lion = the Deity of Christ; The Lamb = The Humanity (The Perfect Sacrifice)

b. The Living Word of God Became Flesh-The God- Man
i. Made lower than the (Elohim-divine beings)-psalms 8:5; Heb 2:9-12

ii. Though made lower He became greater than all the Heavenly beings (Heb 1:1-8)

1. Challenging the eternal Son-ship of Christ-I will be a Father and he will be a son speaks about a future relationship that is not yet in effect. (Vs. 5) ;( psalms 2:7; 2 Sam 7:12-17; Heb 10:4-7)
a. This day I have begotten you- he was not as a son before he was begotten.
b. To be begotten is to be created, brought forth-to be caused to begin.  Everything that has been begotten has a beginning. The Living Word never began He is the Christ, pre-incarnate. 
c. Christ was the only begotten son but not anymore.  He is now the 1st begotten of many.  (1 John 5:17-20; Rev 1:5-6)
2. There is Rank within the Godhead

a. The Father gives the Son the ranking of God-(Heb 1:8-9)

b. This is a part of Christ’s Inheritance

c. Even though He is God in nature He still is submitted under the Father in the Godhead.  (vs 9)  

d. He is now the God and Father of the “God-Man” (1 Cor. 1:2-3; 2 Cor. 11:31)

e. The Head of Christ is God (1 Cor. 11:3)

i. If the God-Man can be submitted and his spirit is in us, then how come every time something happens contrary to what we agree with we want to break fellowship and leave.   What happened to the “not my will but yours be done” spirit. 

iii. The Living Word 
1. became flesh- (John 1:14)
2. The Father and Word speak before the incarnation

3. The word of God is a living being not paper and ink (Heb 4:12-13)
4. His name is The Word of God (Rev 19:11-16) esp. vs. 13
iv. The Name of the Godhead
1. When we call on the Name of Jesus we are calling on the representative name of the Whole Godhead (Col 3:17)

a. Through Him we give thanksgiving to the Father

b. The Lord brings the presence of our God and Father when He comes.  (1 Thess. 3:13)

v. The Lion’s life in the Lambs (Col 3:1-10)

1. By Faith we have already ascended with Christ (vs 1)

2. This should encourage us to think on Spiritual things (vs2)

3. Our lives are hidden with Christ in God (vs 3)

4. So Now Christ is our very Life/Where He is so are we (vs 4)

5. Now we can overcome the flesh (5-9) Practical 
6. Our New Self is Renewed as we grow in the knowledge of our Creator (10)

7. Christ is now all of us and in all of the body (11)

8. This revelation determines how we treat each other (12-17) Practical
